 Be respected and treated fairly 
 Be protected from abuse 
 Be believed and ask for help 
 Enjoy themselves and have FUN! 
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In the event of not following these Rules, the following will occur: 
 
 

 Warnings for minor incidents (eg minor swearing, running, disrespect to other club 
members, leaders or equipment) will be reviewed at the end of the night.  A parent 
will be spoken to if a child has been spoken to a few times on the same night or for 
the same thing on more than one week  

 
 

 Any serious incident will be dealt with immediately (eg violence, vandalism). The 
child will be automatically suspended and parents will be called to collect them from 
Club.
