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Guidelines for Parents

• Respect  children’s officers, designated persons, coaches, umpires, youth organisers, managers and  
other players. 
 

• Encourage your child to play by the rules. Teach your child that honest endeavour is as important as  
winning and do all you can to encourage good sportsmanship.  
 

• Set a good example by applauding good play on both sides. Encourage mutual respect for  
 teammates  and opponents. 
 

• Take an interest in your child’s sport and support the child’s participation in their chosen activity.  
 

• Parents should support all efforts to remove abusive behaviour and bullying behaviour in all its  
 forms.
