Conduct: Participants must follow the instructions of the coaching staff in charge.
Misbehaviour may result in the participant being expelled from the camp and the fee
will not be refunded. In the interest of safety, participants are not permitted to leave
the camp during the coaching session times 10am — 2pm without written consent of
a parent/guardian.

Damages/Injuries/Loss of Possessions: The Camp staff will implement the

highest safety measures, however Ardmore Rovers cannot be held responsible for
damages, injuries or loss of possessions. Lost or Stolen Items: Ardmore Rovers is
not responsible for any items lost or stolen during the course of the camp. We
strongly recommend that all valuables be left at home.
