It is my privilege to address you on this magnificent new
project which we in St Mary’s GAA Club are now embarking upon at
our grounds in Carnaun Athenry which involves the development of vital new
& playing and training facilities. Our club has achieved incredible growth over the past
decade. At present we cater for approximately 600 Juvenile players in both Hurling and

Our club has successfully acquired 8 acres of land
adjacent to our existing grounds at Carnuan, Athenry.

Full C3 planning permission for a substantial and
exciting new development was granted in August 2019.
This incorporates:-

- Two new full sized playing pitches

- Floodlighting for one pitch

- A Ball wall training facility

- An Astro turf based training area

- A walkway around the perimeter of our new development

Our plans are to commence the new project at the earliest
possible opportunity which will be largely dependent on the
support of our loyal supporters and club members.

Estimated Breakdown of Funding

Football, fielding teams in all grades from u6 to u16. Our Juvenile Committee together
with coaches and parents deserve great credit for their marvellous logistical efforts in
facilitating players to compete at a high level with very scarce facilities at present. In addition, we are currently
fielding teams at Minor, u21, Junior A, Junior C and Senior in hurling while in football we compete at Minor,
u20, Junior and Junior A levels.

I would like to acknowledge the Rounders club and the local Community Games Group who do stellar work
for the youth of our parish whilst sharing our facilities. It would be remiss of me not to thank the Primary and
Post Primary schools who also work vigorously to promote our games and culture.

Furthermore, we are very happy to share our facilities with our very successful local Camogie club, whose
membership has soared over the past few years with increasing numbers of girls taking up the sport at a
young age. As a club it is very important to us that this mutual co-operation and togetherness is encouraged
and promoted within our sporting community across all codes.

I would like to take this opportunity to sincerely thank the people who have brought us to this point. Our
existing facilities and pitches are a wonderful testament to their work. Our club’s last significant development
of the playing facilities and clubhouse in Carnaun was over 20 years ago at this juncture. The achievements
of our various teams are confirmation of the selfless efforts made in providing the young people of our parish
with the support to be the best they can be.
